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Many of us attended the Celebra-
tion of Life of Wanda Rae Sudweeks
Drake on September 5, 2023. Wanda
treated all with kindness. She was a
thoughtful, inclusive leader for our
Society as well as a talented artist.
Her husband talked of how they met
in college. A class assignment was
how to ask someone out on a date.
So he tried several approaches and,
trying one approach, asked Wanda
to dinner and a movie. She said, “It
depends.” That threw him. He asked,
"Depends on what?” Her response?
"What's the movie?" After petite Wan-
da and tall Ron married, they moved
around the country while he was in the
Navy and then settled in Las Vegas
where she helped him establish the
Emergency Medical Services opera-
tions. Her family and old friends came
to the reception at the Sahara West
Library. Many of her vibrant paintings
were on display that day and some
are shown here.

twelve grandchildren, and one
great-grandchild, who all love her

deeply.

Wanda loved with her entire being.
She was an artist, a friend, a listener,
and always had a warm meal and
kind words ready for anyone who
needed it. A constant provider of
love and togetherness. Her door and
arms were always open for each
and every one of us. May her com-
passion and empathy be carried on

by her family.
